Scholarship Guidelines 
-All applicants must be an OYMGA member in good standing. 
-The applicant must be a junior or senior in high school for the current year. 
-All applicants must have attended 2 of the required shows in the OYMGA show circuit. 
-The recipient will be selected by the OMGA Board of Directors. 
-The scholarship will be a minimum of $500. 
-If selected to receive the scholarship, the applicant will be required to verify their 
enrollment in an institution of higher learning before the funds will be sent to the 
recipient. 
-All applications are required to be typed with a font size no smaller the 10 point. 
-All applications must be accompanied by two letters of recommendation.  The 
recommendations may come from employers, teachers, school officials, etc.  They may 
not include applicants parents, OMGA Board of Directors, or immediate family 
members.
